“Creating Understanding and Balance: Working together for improved  
First Nation health outcomes”

« Compréhension et équilibre : Travailler ensemble pour améliorer la santé 
des Premières Nations »

Traditional teachings have guided National Chief Shawn A-in-chut Atleo to serve the First Nations 
as a leader, facilitator, mediator, planner, and teacher with and for First Nations peoples.

A-in-chut is a Hereditary Chief from the Ahousaht First Nation and was elected to serve a second 
term as the National Chief to the Assembly of First Nations (AFN) in July 2012. 

A-in-chut holds a Master’s degree of Education in Adult Learning and Global Change from the 
University of Technology in Sydney, Australia and has been honoured to receive several Honorary 
Doctorate of Law degrees from universities throughout Canada.

In 2008, A-in-chut’s commitment to education was recognized in his appointment as Chancellor of 
Vancouver Island University, becoming British Columbia’s first Indigenous Chancellor. 

Committed to the principles of working together through inclusion and respect, A-in-chut forged the historic Leadership 
Accord among First Nations leadership in British Columbia. In February 2012, he was awarded the Queen Elizabeth II 
Diamond Jubilee Medal for his advocacy work on behalf of First Nations across Canada.

Les enseignements traditionnels ont conduit le chef national, Shawn A-in-chut Atleo, à servir les Premières Nations en tant 
que dirigeant, facilitateur, médiateur, planificateur et enseignant avec, et pour les Premières nations. A-in-chut est un Chef 
héréditaire de la Première Nation d’Ahousaht. 

En juillet 2012, A-in-chut a été réélu au poste de Chef national de l’Assemblée des Premières Nations pour un second mandat 
consécutif. 

A-in-chut est détenteur d’une maîtrise en éducation (apprentissage des adultes et changement global) de l’ University of 
Technology de Sydney (Australie). Plusieurs universités canadiennes lui on remis un doctorat en droit à titre honorifique. 

En 2008, la Vancouver Island University a récompensé A-in-chut pour son engagement dans le domaine de l’éducation en le 
nommant chancelier.

Il est devenu ainsi le premier Autochtone à se voir décerner ce titre en Colombie-Britannique. Souscrivant aux principes 
d’inclusion et de respect en matière de collaboration, il a élaboré l’accord historique de leadership entre les dirigeants des 
Premières Nations en Colombie-Britannique. En février 2012, A-in-chut s’est vu décerner la médaille du jubilé de diamant de 
la reine Elizabeth II en récompense de ses efforts pour défendre les intérêts des Premières Nations dans tout le Canada.

“Eminent Domain: How Family Medicine Can Reclaim the Future” 
« Supplantation : Comment la médecine familiale peut reprendre l’avenir »

As medical technology has expanded and as medical care has specialized, family medicine has 
narrowed. As a result, it risks eroding into irrelevance. But the principles of family medicine are 
even more vital than they were a generation ago, as the population ages and managing multiple 
comorbidities becomes the central work of contemporary health care. To fulfill its potential, family 
medicine will have to transform itself, in the classroom, in the community, and in the workplace. 
This talk will identify the key elements of transformation and why the future of the health care 
system depends on it.

Steven Lewis is a health policy and research consultant based in Saskatoon and an adjunct 
professor of health policy at Simon Fraser University. Before resuming a full-time consulting 
practice, he headed a health research granting agency and spent seven years as CEO of the 

Health Services Utilization and Research Commission in Saskatchewan. Mr Lewis has served on boards and committees for 
various health policy and research organizations, among them the Canadian Institutes of Health Research Governing Council, 
the Saskatchewan Health Quality Council, and the Health Council of Canada, as well as on the editorial boards of several 
journals, including Open Medicine.  He writes frequently on improving quality, equity, and performance in health care, and is 
the moderator of the blog M.A.S.H. – Meaningful Analogies in Sports and Health. 

À mesure que la technologie médicale prend de l’essor et que les soins médicaux se spécialisent, la médecine familiale se 
restreint et risque de tomber dans la désuétude. Or, les principes de la médecine familiale sont encore plus cruciaux qu’ils ne 
l’étaient il y a une génération, car la population vieillit et la prise en charge de multiples comorbidités devient le point central 
des soins de santé contemporains. Pour réaliser son potentiel, la médecine familiale devra se transformer, en salle de classe, 
dans la communauté et au travail. Ce discours soulignera les principaux éléments de transformation et pourquoi l’avenir du 
système de santé en dépend.

Steven Lewis est conseiller en politique de la santé et en recherche à Saskatoon, et professeur auxiliaire en politique de la 
santé à l’université Simon Fraser. Avant de retourner à son cabinet de consultation privé à temps plein, il était chef d’une 
agence de financement pour la recherche en santé et a été P.D.G. de la Health Services Utilization and Research Commission 
de la Saskatchewan pendant sept ans. M. Lewis a siégé à plusieurs conseils et comités, dont le Conseil d’administration des 
Instituts de recherche en santé du Canada, le Conseil de la qualité des services de santé de la Saskatchewan et le Conseil 
canadien de la santé, ainsi qu’aux conseils éditoriaux de plusieurs revues, notamment Open Medicine. Il écrit fréquemment sur 
l’amélioration de la qualité, de l’équité et du rendement des soins de santé, en plus d’être le modérateur du blogue M.A.S.H. – 
Meaningful Analogies in Sports and Health.

The Bob Robertson Award 
Le Prix Bob Robertson

Dr Bob Robertson was born in England and practised 
in Alberta from 1962 until his untimely death in 1982. 
As President of the College of Family Physicians of 
Canada (CFPC) from 1980 to 1981, his main concern 
was the underfunding of medical systems by provincial 
governments. The Bob Robertson Award, established in 
1982, recognizes an individual who achieved the highest 
standing among family medicine residents in the CFPC’s 
Certification Examination in Family Medicine. This year’s 
recipient is Dr Michelle Kraus, Toronto, ON, who looks 
forward to a career that includes emergency medicine, 
palliative care, and teaching and nurturing future 
family physicians. The award will be presented during 
Convocation, Saturday, November 9th.

Né en Angleterre, Dr Bob Robertson a pratiqué en Alberta 
de 1962 jusqu’à son décès prématuré en 1984. En 
tant que président du Collège des médecins de famille

The Irwin Bean Award 
established in 1986, recognizes a family physician who 
achieved the highest standing among practice-eligible 
candidates in the CFPC’s Certification Examination in 
Family Medicine. This year’s recipient is  
Dr Sohan Mansingh, Mission, BC, who has a full-service 
family practice with an interest in chronic disease 
management, preventative medicine, and mental health. 
The award will be presented during Convocation, 
Saturday, November 9th.

Dr Irwin Bean est né à Ogema, en Saskatchewan, et a 
exercé à Regina et à Toronto.
